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STUDLEY COMMUNITY INFANTS’ SCHOOL  
 
 
The school was built in 1914 and has undergone a period of alteration and 
refurbishment resulting in the major build to create a Foundation Stage wing 
completed in 2005.  The Governors and staff feel it is important that the children 
are educated in well cared for, pleasant surroundings. 
 
As part of Studley Arts Project the school was fortunate in having a resident 
sculptor for a term and his work can be seen throughout the school grounds. 
 
There are two areas which have been developed in the school grounds to enable 
Forest School activities to take place on a weekly basis for the majority of our 
pupils. 
 
Studley and District Children’s Centre was opened in the building in 2008 which 
is run by Stratford Parenting Project and close ties have been established.  

 
 

 
 
 
 

We believe that it is important for children to learn to value their surroundings. 
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STARTING SCHOOL 

 
 

Parents may come and see us at any time to put a child's name down for school 
and to meet our children and staff.  However, this does not automatically mean 
that the child will be given a place as every school has a top limit of children that 
they are allowed to admit each year.  Our limit is 60 in each age group. 
 
If you child's name is on our list to be admitted to our school, you will receive a 
letter in March offering a place.  Children are admitted to school at the beginning 
of the school year in which they are 5. 
 
We hold a meeting for parents in the Summer term to introduce you to the 
Reception teachers and to inform you of the date your child will start.

Our school sessions are planned to allow parents time to fit in with older children 
who attend St. Mary's C of E Junior School.   
 
Although our morning session starts at 9.15am, teachers are in their classrooms 
from 9.00am and will accept responsibility for your child from that time. 
 
If you are collecting your child and you are delayed please telephone the school 
and let us know. If someone other than yourself is collecting your child and you 
know in advance please let your child's class teacher know in writing or by 
telephone.

SCHOOL ADMISSIONS POLICY 
 
Admissions Criteria for the Infant Department 
 
If there are more applications than there are places we will offer places in the 
following order of priority: 
 
1. Children living within the priority area of the school who will have a brother 

or sister at the school at the time of admission. 
 
2. Children living in the priority area who have a brother or sister at the 

partner junior school at the time of admission. 
 
3. Other children living in the priority area, which is: The Parish of Studley 

(excluding Mappleborough Green) parts of the Parish of Sambourne. 
 
4. Children living outside the priority area of the school who have a brother or 

sister at the school at the time of admission. 
 
5. Children living outside the priority area who have a brother or sister at the 

partner junior school at the time of admission. 
 
6. Other children living outside the priority area of the school. 
 
Within each category, decisions are based on the distance between home and 
school by the shortest walking route, with priority going to those living nearest the 
school.  This applies equally to those living inside and outside the County 
boundary. 
 
If you live in Warwickshire and your child is due to start school/ transfer to junior 
school/secondary school in September 2010 it is now possible for you to apply 
online at www.warwickshire.gov.uk/admissions.

NURSERY 
 
We are fortunate to have a 39-place Nursery unit attached to the school. 
 
We offer planned learning experiences through play developing pre National 
Curriculum skills in an informal setting using the Foundation Curriculum as a 
model for planning. 
 
The Nursery has undergone a period of refurbishment; both the building and the 
grounds provide a rich environment for the children. 
 
Children in the Nursery are provided with one third of a pint of milk per day. If 
however your child does not like or is allergic to milk, water is provided. 
 
We have a nursery and Reception fund where we ask for voluntary contributions 
of £1.00 per week.  
 

 

 
 
 
TIMES OF THE SESSIONS 
 
Morning Session:  09.15am   - 11.45am 
 
Afternoon Session:  12.50pm   - 3.20pm 
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NURSERY ADMISSIONS POLICY 
 
We admit children in the Autumn Term after their third birthday. 
 
We have places for 78 children (39 in the morning and 39 in the afternoon). 
 
We admit children for half a day (morning or afternoon) for five sessions a week.  
We will do all we can to meet your preference but cannot guarantee to do so. 
 
You must apply to the school, on our application form, after your child's second 
birthday and before the second Friday in March.  Applications received after that 
date will be put on a reserve list.  Please enclose a stamped addressed 
envelope. 
 
Your application will be considered using the criteria below.  We will tell you 
whether or not a place can be offered by mid March. 
You may be asked to withdraw your child from the school if you cannot ensure 
that he or she attends regularly. 
 
If your child comes to our nursery unit, he or she does not have to move on to the 
infant school.  Equally, attendance at the nursery does not guarantee that he or 
she will be offered a place in the infant school. 
 
Admissions Criteria for the Nursery Unit 
 
If there are more applications than there are places, we will offer places in the 
following order of priority: 
 
1. First priority will be given to children who will have an older brother or 

sister in our main school in September. 
 
2. Children living in the area, which is: The Parish of Studley (excluding 

Mappleborough Green) parts of the Parish of Sambourne. 
 
3. Any other applicants living within the administrative County of 

Warwickshire. 
 
4. Children from outside Warwickshire 
 
A number of places are reserved for children who need a place as a special 
priority.  Up to 2 places will be offered to children who are referred by relevant 
support agencies and who would not otherwise qualify for a place. 
 
N.B. Within the priority area, if there are too few places for all applicants, places 
will be offered first to those who have the shortest walking distance between 
home and school. 
 
We are now able to offer some full time places each year. Please see Debbie 
Price, Head Teacher for the criteria. 
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Other Information 
 
This is the official admissions policy for nursery schools and classes in 
Warwickshire.

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CURRICULUM 
 
 

Our curriculum philosophy is best summed up by the following quote from Philip 
Pullman (author): 
 
“The most valuable attitude we can help children adopt – the one that, among 
other things, helps them to write and read with most fluency and effectiveness 
and enjoyment – I can best characterise by the word playful. It begins with 
nursery rhymes and nonsense poems, with clapping games and finger play and 
simple songs and picture books. It goes on to consist of fooling about with the 
stuff the world is made of: with wood and metal, and with language. Fooling 
about, playing with it, pushing it this way and that, turning it sideways, painting it 
different colours, looking at it from the back, putting one thing on top of another, 
asking silly questions, mixing things up, making absurd comparisons, discovering 
unexpected similarities, making pretty  patterns, and all the time saying   
“Supposing….I wonder……What if ?” 
 
The school is a member of Sightlines – the Reggio Emilia group in this country 
and every full time teacher as attended a study tour to see practice in Europe. 
This is having a major influence on the way we develop the curriculum.  
 
At this school your child is at Foundation Stage  or Key Stage One  of the 
National Curriculum.  The National Curriculum is divided into Core and 
Foundation subjects as follows: 
 
Core:              English 
   Maths 
   Science 
 
Foundation:             Art 
   History 
   Geography 
   Design and Technology 
   Music 
   PE 
 
RE is not a National Curriculum subject but it is a legal requirement that it is 
taught in schools.  Parents have a right to withdraw their children from part, or all, 
RE lessons. 
 
Information Communication Technology (ICT) is taught throughout the whole 
curriculum and also as separate subject area. 
 
We plan the curriculum so that most foundation subjects are taught through a 
cross-curricular approach. The core subjects, Literacy, Numeracy and Science 
are included in these topics but they are also taught separately as these are 
basic skills that we believe are vital to successful learning. 
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The school's curriculum is balanced and broadly based to ensure we are 
developing the intellectual, physical, spiritual and social needs of your child. 
 

The Foundation Stage 

In our school the Foundation Stage consists of Nursery and Reception classes. 
The teachers plan together to ensure progression and successful transition 
throughout these stages. Children have opportunities to take part in planned, 
purposeful activities starting with what they already know and are designed to 
then further their learning. 

The Early Years Curriculum is based on a carefully structured pattern, which 
ensures that children have a balance of all areas of learning with play as an 
integral part of this learning. 

“Learning is like a tangle of spaghetti” Carlina Rinaldi. Reggio Emilia 

There are six areas of learning . 

·  Personal Social and Emotional Development 
·  Communication Language and Literacy 
·  Mathematical Development 
·  Knowledge and Understanding of the World 
·  Physical Development 
·  Creative Development 

Young children's learning is holistic and these areas often overlap. 

The early learning goals set out in the Foundation Document make links with the 
National Curriculum objectives for teaching Literacy and Numeracy. These 
objectives are introduced throughout the Reception year and thus fully in place 
by July. 
 
The school does not use published schemes of work for any subject except 
reading. We agree with Loris Malaguzzi, the founder of the Reggie Emilia early 
years philosophy when he said; 

“Know your Piaget (child development) and think for yourself” 
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ENGLISH 
 
 
From nursery onwards, the children are encouraged to listen with interest, ask 
appropriate questions, and speak with confidence in front of a group.  We 
encourage the enjoyment of a variety of different kinds of books, which leads on 
to an intelligent, questioning approach to reading. 
 
We use Collins Big Cat Reading Scheme  as our main reading scheme but 
have a variety of books, in order to give children a broader experience.  We 
teach reading through collaborative group reading. 
 
We place emphasis on the teaching of phonics. 
 
Importance is placed on school/home liaison by the use of individual reading 
diaries and information booklets. 
 
We aim for the children to produce confident detailed writing of different kinds but 
also place emphasis on correct letter formation (even at the nursery mark - 
making stage) and a developing proficiency in spelling and punctuation as the 
children reach Year Two. 
 
The staff plan literacy as specified in the National Literacy Strategy but it is used 
in a creative way. 
 
 
MATHEMATICS 
 
The children are encouraged to develop a positive attitude towards mathematics 
as they learn about patterns and relationships in number, space and time.  They 
are provided with the confidence to tackle real-life problems by developing an 
understanding of basic mathematical concepts, skills and knowledge.  They learn 
through a range of tasks, which challenge their thinking and encourage accuracy 
and mental computation. 
 
 
 

SCIENCE 
 
As an infant school we plan to give the children scientific knowledge by using the 
school environment and the natural world. 
 
By bringing relevant materials into the classroom we develop children's scientific 
understanding.  Planning experimental work and predicting outcomes, obtaining 
and considering evidence is the key to tasks undertaken. 
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ART 
We like our children to enjoy and appreciate art from nursery onwards. 
 
We aim to develop skills such as observational drawing and, through 
encouraging experimentation, a confident use of the media. 
 
The children have experience of a variety of tools, skills and media. 
 
They are encouraged to use their senses, feelings and critical skills and to have 
some knowledge and experience of the work of other artists. 
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HISTORY 
 
We aim to help children: 
 

·  Develop skills to interpret the past, based on the available evidence, 
·  Understand that the past has helped to influence the present, 
·  Gain and develop the concept of chronology, 
·  Make reasonable judgements as to the reliability of historical sources. 

 
Children are encouraged to use their senses, emotion and knowledge to 
understand the concept of change.  Family, oral and local history are all as valid 
a form of history as more traditional approaches and for this age group are more 
appropriate as it is imperative that history is linked to the child's own experience. 
 
 
GEOGRAPHY 
 
 We aim to give children opportunities to: 
 

·  Investigate the physical and human features of their surroundings, 
·  Take part in practical activities and field work in the locality of school and 

our chosen contrasting locality, 
·  Become aware of the wider world, both within and outside the UK, 

 
We have a global link with Tapion School in St Lucia and often use this island as 
a contrasting locality.  
 
We apply an enquiry approach to our Geography teaching.  We focus on key 
geographical questions, e.g. 'What/Where is it?', 'How did it get like this?’, ‘What 
would it be like to live there?'. 
 

 
DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY 
 
In Design and Technology our children develop skills and knowledge by working 
through practical tasks with recycled materials. 
 
Tasks introduce them to construction kits, textiles, food and reclaimed materials; 
others involve investigating the design principles behind everyday products. The 
children then apply their skills and knowledge in problem solving situations. 
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MUSIC 
 
The children spend time listening to and talking about a variety of music from a 
wide range of composers.  They perform by singing and playing percussion 
instruments, to a variety of audiences; their own peer group and the rest of the 
school, parents and visitors. They are also given opportunities to compose 
simple tunes with a range of percussion instruments. 
 
A peripatetic music teacher comes into school each week.  Her time is split 
between class teaching and singing practice. Each class has one term of music 
during the year with the peripatetic music teacher. 
 
We also welcome visiting musicians who provide an opportunity to hear live 
music. 
 
From Year One the children are given the opportunity to learn to play the violin 
and in Year Two the children can join the choir and learn to play the recorder. 
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
 
Children are provided with the opportunity to experience a wide range of activities 
in gymnastics, games and dance. In Year Two, swimming lessons are also 
introduced.  It is important that they become confident in the tasks they 
undertake. The children are encouraged to extend and explore the possibilities 
and limitations of their own bodies as well as learning about the importance of a 
healthy lifestyle and fitness through a progressive Physical Education 
programme. 
 
 
RE 
 
Our Religious Education curriculum follows the ERA statements on the teaching 
of RE in school and our own County guidelines.  
 
Our focus is always broadly Christian with Islam as the second focus and we 
include other faiths such as Judaism, Hinduism and Buddhism. 

 
 
I.C.T. - Information Communication Technology  
 
From nursery onwards the children have access to I.C.T.  Every class has its 
own computer, laptop and recording equipment. There are two Pixies (small 
programmable robots) and interactive whiteboards available for work in the KS1 
classrooms. There is a good selection of equipment to use with Bee-bots and an 
I.C.T. suite in the library. The children begin to use the equipment as a tool for 
learning from Nursery onwards. Specific tasks are taught in different years giving 
them a progression of skills throughout the school.  
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COLLECTIVE WORSHIP 
 
Children and staff come together each day for an act of worship, which is broadly 
Christian.  Parents have a right to withdraw their children from collective worship. 
 

SEX EDUCATION 
 
Although sex education as such is not taught as a subject in the curriculum, 
many opportunities are used informally and naturally to introduce it in relation to 
plants and animals as well as human families in a very general way. 

 
ASSESSMENT 
 
As part of every day teaching teachers assess your child's progress through the 
year.  We also use more formal assessments   
 
In Nursery the teachers assess using a profiles record, which provides a baseline 
for their entry into Reception and also Aspects (early PIPS.) 
 
In Reception we use the Foundation Stage Profile and PIPS at the end of the 
year. PIPS (Performance Indicators in Primary Schools – University of Durham) 
 
In Year One we assess using PIPS at the end of the year. 
 
In Year Two, children are assessed using the National Curriculum Standard 
Assessment Tests (SATS's). 
 
Teachers also use APP (Assessing Pupil Progress) to track children’s progress 
across the Foundation stage and Key Stage one. 
 
The teacher assessment and the standardised tests will help us to monitor your 
child's progress, and set targets for improvement and initiate additional support if 
this is needed.  
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SPECIAL NEEDS 
 
We believe that every child is entitled to a well-planned, differentiated curriculum 
to meet their needs and we are committed to providing this for your child. 
 
Children's progress is continually monitored throughout their time at school.  If at 
any time we have concerns about your child's progress we will inform and involve 
you at the earliest opportunity.  Your child will be supported within school by the 
class teacher who will provide an individual learning programme to meet his/her 
needs.  The Special Needs Co-ordinator, Mrs Sue Kincaid, offers support and 
advice when the class teacher feels it necessary.   
 
The school can also call on the help of outside agencies such as the Education 
Psychologists, the Specific Learning Difficulties Unit, EIS- the early intervention 
service or IDS (Integrated Disability Service), if it is felt to be appropriate. 
 
Our Special Needs Policy has been adopted by the Governors and is in line with 
the Code of Practice issued by the DFEE.  If you require further details please 
contact Mrs Sue Kincaid.  The SEN Governor is Mrs Wendy Williams. 
 
Gifted and Talented  
 
Within the school we recognise that gifted and talented pupils can be: 

¨  Good all rounder’s 
¨  High achievers in one area 
¨  Of high ability but have poor writing skills 

 
We also recognise that those pupils who are gifted and talented do not always 
show their ability.  Such pupils are gifted and talented even though their abilities 
may be hidden or remain as potential. 
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OPEN EVENINGS AND REPORTING TO PARENTS 
 
 
We have three formal occasions when parents are invited into school: 
 
Early in the school year  (Sept-Oct) a chance for the teacher to talk about 
targets for the year and for you to pass on any useful information. 
 
Spring Term  - a meeting with the teacher about your child's progress through 
the written report and an outline of the individual learning targets for the rest of 
the academic year. 
 
July  - an end of year written summary and targets for the next academic year. 
 
In the summer, we hold an open afternoon for parents to see their children’s 
work, although this is encouraged on a regular basis. 
 
In Year 2 the written report will include the results of the Standard Attainment 
Tests (SATS's) that your child has taken at the end of Key Stage One of the 
National Curriculum. 
 
We also send out letters informing you of future events and activities. 
 
 

DISCIPLINE 
 
We encourage children to behave in a thoughtful and caring manner. 
 
The school has a whole school Discipline Policy.  This involves having certain 
core rules, i.e. walk in the building.  Each class will decide on one or two extra 
rules, which are relevant to those particular children. 
 
Our policy is to reward all children with an hour’s free choice of activities on 
Thursday afternoon, unless they have lost part of the time through inappropriate 
behaviour.  Warnings are issued by adults but if such behaviour persists yellow 
cards are handed out, two yellow cards in one week results in a red card which 
means 20 minutes loss of free choice time. If your child experiences difficulties 
with inappropriate behaviour we will ask you to come and talk to us so that home 
and school can work closely together. 
 
Every Friday we have an Assembly, which acknowledges kind actions by children 
during the week and celebrates achievements both within school and outside. 
Achievement postcards are given to the children to take home. 
 
We also have a Friendship Award which is chosen termly, in memory of Jacob 
Parfitt, a Y1 pupil. 
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Bullying 
 
Fortunately this is not a frequent problem with young children, however if your 
child does become worried or frightened by other children's behaviour, please 
come to tell us about it straight away.   
 
We always take such fears seriously. 
 
We will listen to your child and then talk to the children concerned. Often it is a 
case of them not realising that their behaviour is causing upset to another child 
and once we have talked it over the situation is resolved.   
 
As part of our moral teaching during assembly each year we emphasise the 
message that No means No and any child has the right to withdraw from a game 
if they want to. We encourage the children to ‘talk, walk, tell’ to resolve any 
differences. 
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MEALS 
 
Cooked Meals 
 
Hot meals are available every day are served from our school kitchen in the hall.  
Please send money each Monday in the dinner envelopes provided by school.  If 
your child is absent payment is not returned but carried forward to the day of the 
child's return.   
 
Free Meals 
 
If you are on Income Support you are entitled to free school meals, forms are 
available from the school office. 
 
Sandwiches 
 
If parents prefer, children may bring a packed lunch in a safe container.  These 
should be placed on the trolleys provided at the beginning of each day.  At the 
end of the school day the trolleys are placed by the classrooms ready for the 
lunchboxes to be collected. 
 
Glass bottles must not be brought into school; all drinks must be in either safety 
flasks or sealed cardboard containers.  We also ask for still drinks only.   
 
All children are provided with a free piece of fruit daily through the National Fruit 
Scheme.  Milk is also available but must be paid for in advance. We have 
recently introduced the sale of wholemeal toast which is prepared in every class 
during the morning. 
 
Water coolers are available in every class for children to help themselves to 
water whenever they are thirsty. 
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SCHOOL UNIFORM 
 
Our school colour is royal blue with grey and white. The basic uniform is as 
follows: -  
 
·  White/yellow polo shirt 

    
·  Grey trousers or skirt/pinafore dress 

 
·  Royal blue sweatshirt or cardigan 
 
·  Blue & White dresses in summer 

 
·  Grey shorts in summer 

 
 

 
  

PE   
 
Shorts and t- shirt with elasticated pumps in a PE bag 
We do encourage caps/hats in hot weather. 
 
Nursery  and Reception  
 
The basic uniform is the same but we recommend elasticated jogging trousers to 
aid independence when using the toilet. 
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We carry the following stock: - 
 

·  Sweatshirts 
·  T shirts 
·  Short sleeved polo shirts (airtex type with collar) 
·  Sweat-cardigans 
·  Baseball caps (with logo) 
·  Baseball caps (plain) 
·  Legionnaires caps (with logo) 
·  Swim/large kit bags 
·  Small pump bags 
·  Book bags 

 
We also hold a small stock of second hand uniform.  As this is provided by the 
parents when no longer required, items can be limited. 
 
An up-to-date price list can be obtained from the school office where orders can 
be left. 
 
HEALTH 
 
If your child has been sick at home, please give them 24 hours away from school 
to recover.  Children who are unwell should not be sent to school. 
 
Studley Community Infants’ School is a Smoke Free environment and no 
smoking is permitted anywhere on the site. 
 
ILLNESS OR ACCIDENT AT SCHOOL 
 
When children become ill at school we ask parents to collect them.  Therefore, 
we need to know where to contact you.  We have a form for you to let us know 
your telephone number at home and work which we ask you to complete at the 
beginning of the school year.  Please inform us immediately of any changes.  Our 
qualified 'First Aider' will deal with any accidents and decide whether a child 
needs hospital treatment.  If this is needed we will attempt to contact parents to 
take the child to the Accident and Emergency Unit at the Alexander Hospital, 
Redditch, but if parents cannot be found we will take the child ourselves. 
 

MEDICINE 
 
We will administer medicine, which has been prescribed by your doctor as long 
as it has the child's name and dosage printed on it by the chemist.  We do 
require you to fill out a permission form.  Medicine will be stored in the fridge in 
the school office.  In the interest of safety we do not give non-prescribed 
medicines.  Asthma inhalers and epipens are also kept in the school office. 
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SCHOOL HEALTH CHECK 
 
Short health checks are carried out on your child during their time at our school 
by School Health Advisers. 
 

APPOINTMENTS DURING THE SCHOOL DAY   
(Clinic, Dentist, Doctors) 
 
If possible inform the school in the morning then collect your child from their 
classroom before signing the appropriate book in the school office.  If the child 
returns to school, you will need to sign them back in at the office. Where 
possible, please try to get an appointment outside school hours. 
 
ABSENCES 
 
If your child is absent please send a note to the teacher or telephone the school 
to explain the reasons for the absence. If we do not receive an explanation from 
you then your child will receive an unauthorised absence mark.  Prolonged 
absences may lead to a home visit by the Educational Social Worker. 
 If a family holiday is unavoidable during term time, a maximum of 10 days only 
during a school year is allowed.  You must complete a holiday form and hand it 
back to school before the date of the holiday.  Holiday forms are available from 
the school office.  The government is becoming increasingly concerned about 
time taken off during term time and schools are being encouraged to turn down 
requests for holidays. 
 
Parents should be aware that extended absence from school or frequent days off 
will adversely affect a child's education. 
 
Please do not book holidays in May when your child is in Year Two as this is 
when SATS are undertaken. 
 

VISITORS SIGNING IN 
 
All visitors are required to sign in at the school office where they will receive a 
health and safety leaflet. 
 
PARENTS AND SCHOOL  
 
As parents you are welcome to come into school to help.  We do send out letters 
asking for helpers at the beginning of the school year.   
 
You might like to help with swimming, gardening or in the classrooms as a 
reading mentor.  
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If you have any worries about your child or any aspects of his/her schooling 
please contact us, we are always willing to listen.   Also if we have any concerns 
about your child we will get in touch with you.  If you find, after consulting the 
Head Teacher and Governors, that your problem is not being solved your next 
step is to use the County Complaints  Procedure .  Full details of this are 
available from school. 
 
There is a Parents Notice Board in the reception area where you will find current 
information about school.  Because our school is so spread out we also put 
information on the notice boards outside the main entrance and various 
classrooms and the nursery notice boards. 
 

PARENTS AND FRIENDS ASSOCIATION 
 
We are fortunate to have a very lively Parents and Friends of Studley 
Community Infants' School Association .  As a parent you are automatically a 
member and your help and support will be very much appreciated at any of the 
functions organised by the Association.

The Secretary is  Mr Matt Speirs  
 
All the money raised by the Association goes to help your child. 
 
The money has been used for such things as visiting theatre groups, providing 
the picnic tables and other play equipment in the playground, subsidising school 
trips and developing the grounds. 
 

CHARGING 
 
Following the policy outlined in the ERA (Education Reform Act) there will be no 
obligation for a parent to contribute to any activity organised by the school; we 
will therefore ask for voluntary contributions to cover the cost, with possible 
subsidies from School Fund.  However, it will be necessary to have substantial 
support for an event to take place. 
 
The one exception to this is swimming in Year 2.  Parents are asked to pay a 
moderate amount for swimming lessons. 
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LINKS WITH CHARITIES 
 
In February each year we support UNICEF's work by taking part in a non-uniform 
day where children pay a small donation for wearing casual clothes.  
 
The produce you send to our Harvest Festival in October is sold and the money 
donated to charity. 
 
We hold various other events during the year to respond to appeals if they arise. 
We also collect second hand children’s clothing for Tibetan refugees living in 
Nepal. 
 
We hold a non-uniform day in May to raise money for ‘Children with Leukaemia’ 
in memory of Jacob Parfitt. 
 

BOOK CLUB 
 
The school belongs to the Scholastic Book Club.  Twice a term you will be sent a 
leaflet offering books, which you can purchase for your children.  School receives 
20% of the value of each order in free books, which benefits us in replacing 
books in our library and classrooms.

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TRANSFER TO JUNIOR SCHOOL  
 
 
When your child is in Year 2 you will be sent details of transfer to a junior school.  
Children normally transfer from this school to St. Mary's Church of England 
Junior School in New Road, Studley at the end of the school year in which they 
have had their seventh birthday (the school year for this purpose is from the 1st of 
September to the 31st of August).  This is subject to availability of places. 
Application forms are sent out in September of Year 2. 
 
Before children transfer to the Junior School we take them to visit and to see 
their new classrooms and to meet their new teachers.  
 
From time to time during their life at this school our children have other contact 
with St. Mary's Junior School. 
 
Details about St. Mary's Junior School will be sent to you via our school at the 
appropriate time.
